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| would like to introduce you to an instructional strategy to help improve children’s reading fluency
(the ability to read with speed, accuracy and expression) and comprehension (understanding). This
strategy is known as ‘timed repeated reading’. As the name of the strategy suggests, this activity is a timed
activity. It uses a timer, or stopwatch, to help monitor a child’s reading fluency development. Improving
a child’s reading fluency assists their reading accuracy (number of correct words), leading to improved
comprehension. This strategy should be done with a child and an adult.

Time repeated readings should be done using
books or reading passages that the child has read
before and is familiar with. Aim for the chiid to read
50-200 words. Be sure to use appropriate reading
materials that are at the child’s independent reading
level. In other words, children should complete this
activity using books/passages that they can read
with a 95% word accuracy rate. They should read
the same text/passage at least three to four times.

Select a book/passage; count the number of
words the child will read.
Have the student read through the passage,
either silently to themselves or aloud.
If the child stops reading for more than five
seconds or if they read a word incorrectly,
read the word aloud for them and have
the child repeat the word correctly before
continuing to read; explain the meaning of
the word if necessary.
When the child completes the reading, have
them read the passage again. Continue to
have the child read until they have read the
passage a total of four times. Hopefully,
at this point, the student should have an
increase in their rate of word accuracy.

This instructional strategy has been proven to help all

| levels of readers improve their reading, comprehension and
word recoghnition, to name a few. Timed repeated reading
also helps children, teachers and parents identify the areas
that the child needs improving, such as vocabulary building,
fluency or understanding the main ideas of a text. Try using
timed repeated reading the next time you would like to
practice reading. Not only will you help improve your reading
and understanding, you'll have fun! | guarantee it!
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
